Juniors:  REQUIRED Game Plan Survey​

The survey can be completed in your Maia Learning Account located in 
Maia Learning → Dashboard → Surveys → Game Plan Survey). This will assist your counselors in 
helping to prepare you for the college search and for your individual college counseling meeting this 
winter.

●​ Updated your resume in Maia Learning 
●​ Added 3-5 colleges to your “Considering” list in Maia Learning 
●​ Look at testing dates and come up with a testing timeline/plan
