(Even if you plan
on attending a Florida PRIVATE university, you must send your scores to one of the 12 Florida
Public universities, so they are entered into the Florida repository of scores)

3. Logged 75-100 hours of community service with CCHS.
4. Committed to finishing your final semester with the best grades possible to obtain the GPA
requirements for the scholarship.
