Dual Credit Transcripts 
CCHS does NOT send these on your behalf, YOU must request the official record be sent from SPC, BUF, 

Cedarville and/or Calvary Christian College to your college/university of enrollment. It is a requirement 

that you send official transcripts for any and all college work you’ve completed to your college of 

enrollment.

Final High School Transcripts​
All students should designate in Maia Learning which college they plan to attend and this will inform the 

College Counseling Team where you want your final transcript sent. 

●​ In Maia under “Universities”-- “Applying” set the line under the college as “Accept– Attend” or 

whatever decision most aligns with how you were offered acceptance.  (May be 

“Defer–Accept–Attend”, etc…) 

●​ BY NO LATER THAN THIS FRIDAY, APRIL 24– ALL STUDENTS MUST UPDATE ALL COLLEGE 

DECISIONS IN MAIA LEARNING.  This data is used in many end-of-year reports required by 

College Counseling and is used to advise future students.

(Even if you plan 

on attending a Florida PRIVATE university, you must send your scores to one of the 12 Florida 

Public universities, so they are entered into the Florida repository of scores) 

a.​ Scores will be accepted until August 31, 2025.  

3.​ Logged 75-100 hours of community service with CCHS. 

4.​ Committed to finishing your final semester with the best grades possible to obtain the GPA 

requirements for the scholarship.
