NATIONAL ESSAY CONTEST 
SCHOLARSHIP OPPORTUNITY

As the United States approaches its 250th anniversary, an exciting opportunity is being offered to students across the country. 
The Herzog Foundation, in partnership with the Dr. James Dobson Family Institute, is hosting a national essay contest centered 
on faith, history, and the future of the nation.

Students are invited to reflect on a meaningful question: How has faith shaped the founding of the United States, and how 
might God be calling the next generation to influence what comes next? This prompt encourages thoughtful exploration of 
America’s origins while also challenging students to consider their own purpose and impact.

Open to both middle school and high school students, the contest provides a platform for young voices to share their 
perspectives with confidence and clarity.

The initiative seeks to inspire students to examine the role of biblical truth, prayer, and faith in the development of the nation, 
while also encouraging them to think about how these principles can guide their future actions and leadership.

The essay submission deadline is April 30, 2026, with winners to be announced by the end of May. Students interested 
in writing, history, and faith are encouraged to take part in this unique opportunity to reflect, express, and make their voices 
heard.

Team Bangladesh:

Though delayed by two weeks due to the current war, the South 
Asian CCHS team saw God show up powerfully. Led by Drs. 
Leslie and Chad Segraves of 10/40 Connections, the team (and 
their families) embraced the challenge. Students partnered with 
a disciple-making movement in the country. They engaged in 
face-to-face evangelism with hundreds of Muslims on university 
campuses, at national parks, in malls, mosques, and monuments. 
The team hosted two public showings of THE HOPE video – just 
now translated into the local language. They distributed 400 QR 
codes of THE HOPE in personal conversations. They participated 
in a youth camp among believers and an English-language camp 
with Muslim background believers. They heard testimonies of 
those who have seen visions and dreams of Jesus or suffered for 
their faith. The team also participated in the dedication of the Life 
Maternity Home built by 10/40 (In 2024, CCHS students contributed 
$7,500 to this home). The students loved walking in the land of 
Asia during Holy Week, using the week as a conversation bridge 
to introduce Jesus’s sacrifice. They returned home with a deeper 
burden and urgency for the Gospel to bless the least-reached areas 
of the world and a commitment to walk with courage and faith.
